a. Menu File – Contains the information required to load the menu.  Contains:

b. Content File – (F164 – Comment)
i. HTML text, can contain any HTML code

ii. Security Flag

c. Document File (F18 – LongCode) – Contains information describing the data to display in the Body of the web page.  In a complex document the ASP page contains space holders for multiple elements
i. Doc Type
1. Body Content
2. External Content
3. Form
4. Picture Gallery
5. ASP Doc Code – points to the ASP document that does the outer formatting of the data to be displayed.  ??? Is this a duplicate of above item I and can replace it. ???
ii. Menu jump in point – to force display of a menu section.

iii. Item Number – primary key to locate this document.  This is the field related to by the Element file.
iv. Effective Dates

v. Background image link
vi. Security flag – checked is item is under security control.
d. ASP Catalog (F240 – Textdata) – Contains the list of available ASP documents that may be used as Documents.  Each record points to an ASP document.

i. ASP Doc Code – primary key, used to identify the document.

ii. Name – Description, use and other comments.

e. ASP Document – (Directory or Data Record?) – Contains the formatting information for the Body section.  In a complex document where space holders are to be filled with elements each space hold references an Element record.  The element record then points to the data that is loaded into the space holder.
f. Element File (F18- Longcode) - Links elements to data.  One element record exists for each element in an ASP document and points to the actual source data for the element.  When the page is generated the data is output in the space held for it by the ASP document.
