 Converting Native DataFlex Crystal Reports to the Faircom Crystal or ODBC Driver


Purpose:
This Document describes the steps required to convert database queries written in Seagate Crystal Reports, version 7.0.0.0, using the Data Access, DataFlex Connectivity Kit for Seagate Crystal Reports Revision 7 to use either the Faircom Crystal Reports Driver v1.10 Build(0808) or Faircom 32Bit ODBC Driver v3.10 Build(0208).

Overview:
Database queries written in Crystal Reports using the DataFlex driver use a different method to access the native files than the Faircom Crystal and ODBC drivers use to access the server files.  Existing reports must be edited to use the new drivers.  Note that this information is provided for informational use only. There is no support available to assist in or troubleshoot the conversion of your existing reports to use the Faircom drivers.  Cove Systems, Inc. recommends that reports be rewritten from scratch using the respective Faircom driver.

Step 1:
Open an existing report which was written using the using the Data Access, DataFlex Connectivity Kit for Seagate Crystal Reports Revision 7.
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Step 2:
From the menu bar, select the “Database” option.  Then from the “Database” drop down menu, select “Convert Database Driver”.  You will then be presented with the following form.
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Step 3:
Select the “Convert Database Driver….” checkbox
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Step 4:
Select the desired database driver from the “To” pull down menu.

Faircom Crystal Reports Driver = pdsctree.dll
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ODBC = pdsodbc.dll   (Select the respective Faircom ODBC driver from the 32Bit ODBC administrator when prompted.)
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Step 5:
Enter through the following file selection errors. You will receive one error for each database file used in the report.  The DataFlex driver uses the physical name of the file to access the data. The Faircom drivers use the logical name of the file from the data dictionary to access the data. This will be corrected in the next step. 
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Step 6:
From the menu bar, select the “Database” option. Then from the “Database” drop down menu, select  “Set Location”. The following form will appear. 
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Step 7:
Select a file name in the Databases text box and select the Select Location command button. The following Choose SQL Table form will appear.
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Select the corresponding logical file name in the SQL Table to the physical file name in the previous forms database table.  Ie: fv060f22 to SOHEAD

Press the OK command button and select Yes to Propagate Set Location.
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You will then be returned to the Set Location form.  Notice the change reflected in the Location frame.
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Repeat this process for each file involved in the report.

Step 8: Select the done command button when complete
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Step 9:
After selecting the Done command button, you will receive a message box similar to the following prompting you to fix up the report.  Select yes for each changed file.
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Step 10:
Save your modified report.
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
