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Did You Know
This feature displays program context sensitive information giving the user the option to not display the text again.  This is intended to inform the user of something the first time they go into a view, dialog or selection list.

The information to be displayed is stored as a string inside the source code and is displayed with the object oDidYouKnow. The object has a check box that the user can check to suppress showing the message again.

A record in the LongCode file stores the flag to determine if the Did You Know message is displayed.  When the user checks the box the record is created with the text revision number from the program.  Then when the program executes again the system checks the record and revision number to determine if the text should be displayed.
Note: Records are only created when the user has checked the box to not see the message.
