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Purpose:
This document outlines the steps required to refresh and compact Faircom Server data files after purging records from the file as a part of normal data maintenance or data pruning. It is assumed that the reader has adequate knowledge and experience with system backup, system recovery the Faircom server and system administrator utilities in the Stream II application. The steps in this document are relevant only to data files that are not reporting, or are not suspected of having structure or index damage.  
Overview: 

There are a number of utilities in the Stream II system which allow the administrator to purge or prune records from data files. While these utilities reduce the record count of the data file they do not reduce the physical size of the file.  The steps outlined below will reduce the physical size of the file. As these steps perform irrevocable changes to the data file it is recommended that a known good backup of the database be performed that the following steps be performed by a trained system administrator or directly by Cove Systems, Inc. support staff.
Procedure:

All users must be off of the system and all active dfrun processes must be stopped. Using the appropriate utility prune the desired records from the data file.
Export the contents of the data file using FV000GFE. It is assumed in this example that the target file is file 250 OPHIST. From the command shell execute the following:


dfrun fv000gfe 250 AUTO
This will create a formatted ASCII file in the current user directory with a .trn extension.  (ie: file250.trn) Insure that your system has enough free disk space before proceeding.

Upon completion the primary data file must be zeroed which will compact the physical file. Extreme caution must be exercised as this will remove all the records of any file number specified after the program name fvzero.  *

dfrun fvzero 250

* If the site is logging and posting transactions to replicated databases the corresponding files on all target databases must be zeroed as the import procedure will logging transactions.
Import the contents of the data file using FV000GFI. 

dfrun fv000gfi 250 AUTO
This will read in the contents of the .trn file, load the records into the data file and create logging transactions.

Upon completion restart the required dfrun processes and allow users back into the system.
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
