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STREAM V Technical Features


This document describes some of the more important features of the Stream V operational environment.  These features exist to provide a high level of functionality and security.  All features are compatible and function together with the character mode version of STREAM – Stream II.

1. Operator Login - To control access to the system as a whole and the use of specific functionality each operator is required to login to the system prior to accessing any views. 

a. The Operator login panel accepts the operator initials and requires a password, which is kept encrypted by the system,

2. Field & DD Level Access Security - This allows access control at the field level, on a global basis or by user, group or branch.   

a. A field may be displayed and editable, displayed and not edited (view only) or hidden.  If the field is hidden only the field label is displayed
. See the FAST document.  Security is set system wide by noting the file/field number in a F240 control record that is automatically read by the CoveDbEntryForm object.

b. Security may be controlled at the file level also by using DD security.  There are two DD security options, Delete and Edit.  These are set as follows, where # is the file number.

i. Block Delete – F248:DD#DEL = N

ii. Block Edit – F248:DD#ED = N

3. Logging & Replication 

a. Transactions are logged to separate hardware immediately after they occur to allow for rapid recovery in the case of a system hardware crash.

b. The “logged” data may also be used to replicate to one or more local or remote systems.

i. Support for immediate “fail-over” to a hot spare system to assure business continuity.

ii. Replication to a non-Cove database for offline reporting.

4. Data Entry Hinting

a. Provides visual hints to the operator that a field requires data entry.

b. Required fields are highlighted in yellow if they require data entry.  The yellow highlighting disappears as soon as data is entered into the field.

5. Generic Code Support

a. User definable File/Field based validation 

i. Allows the definition of  a table of valid entries for specific fields – optionally allowing a blank entry.

ii. Allows making a field required without proscribing a list of specific entries.

b. System defined tables that cross file boundaries 

i. Common tables – States, Countries, Currency Codes

ii. Tables built into Data Dictionaries

c. Automatically provides a Prompt Button if a table is available.

6. User definable Record Defaults 

a. Speeds data entry

b. Assures consistancy

c. Works together with security system to allow creation of new records (customers, vendors etc…) without compomising security.

7. Browse Object

a. Replacement for VDF dbList

b. Much faster, non-DataDictionary

c. Parameter driven line display

d. Multi-Index support with Smart –Column

8. Report Front End Based Reporting

a. Influential Templates

b. Reporting uses language provided Constrains

9. Job Processor (Not done yet)

a. Submit jobs for offline processing

10. Changes Logging

a. Record changes to Master Files in Changes File (F008)

� Leaving the field label visible is done to remind people that the data is stored and available to the appropriate personnel.  This is to avoid cases where a system administrator has setup security and then users complain that the system does not have the data available, not realizing that the system has the data but they are just restricted from viewing it.





� A quick way of determining fields missing data Is by scrolling through records and looking for yellow fields.
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
