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File Transfer Utility


Application Note


The File Transfer Utility (FileTran.exe) is a key component of the automated installation and update process of StreamV application. This utility has the task of getting the setup/install files from an FTP remote server or local network file server and set those files in the designated folders.
Running File Transfer Utility (FileTran.exe)

FileTran can be executed from StreamV setup program or from within the StreamV auto-update process. It requires 2 command line parameters; a control file name with full path, and the destination workspace home directory. 
File Transfer Utility control file

This control file used by FileTran.exe. It holds the connection information to the COPY or FTP location. Also holds the list of files to transfer.

Section CONNECTION INFORMATION
Line 1: can be the word “LOCAL” to indicate local copy will be performed from a local network server; or the FTP site address (Remote Host), and the latter requires the following entries:  
Line 2: Ftp Port

Line 3: user name 

Line 4: password

Line 5: Proxy 

Section FILES INFORMATION
One comma delimiter line per file, in the following format 

1- File Name, with file extension
2- From Directory points to the full path of the copy from directory; Or Remote Directory path on FTP server.

3- To Directory, just the name of the host directory on the destination location. With the workspace Home directory it forms the full path to the destination directory.
4- Execute this program after getting the file id transferred. If you use “SELF” it will run the FileTran. If the keyword “%HOME%” exists it will be replaced with the workspace home directory. Keep in mind workspace home directory always has”\” at the end, so adjust the path accordingly.

5- Executable file arguments. If the keyword “%HOME%” exists it will be replaced with the workspace home directory.
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
