File System Modification Utility Programs

The following programs work with both native and Faircom Server files running under the Win32 Console Mode runtime or the Red Hat Linux runtime.

FVFLDMID

Description: 
Set the main index for a field.


Syntax: 
dfrun fvfldmid {file number} {field number} {index number} 


Example:
dfrun fvfldmid 54 5 1

FVFLDNAM

Description: 
Rename a field.


Syntax: 
dfrun fvfldnam {file number} {field number} {field name}


Example:
dfrun fvfldnam 54 5 NEWFIELD

Note:
Fields name may not contain spaces and must be under 16 characters long.

FVFLDREL


Description:  Add or remove relationship between files.

Syntax:
dfrun fvfldrel (ADD or REMOVE).  If REMOVE is used, the next two arguments are file# and field# from which relationship should be cleared.  If ADD is used, the file# and field# that relate should be added to and the related file# and field# should be passed (4 arguments should be passed after the ADD argument).

Example:
dfrun fvfldrel REMOVE 26 12

FVFLDSIZ

Description: 
Set the size of a field.


Syntax: 
dfrun fvfldsiz {file number} {field number} {number of characters}


Example:
dfrun fvfldsiz 54 5 30

Note:  This command can be used on ascii and integer fields.  The field precision or number of decimal points cannot be specified using this utility.

On some earlier driver revisions, the temp file used during the restructure may not be renamed properly at end of process – in which case it will be probably be located in the faircom data or server directory with the temp name.  You can rename this file and then shut down, restart the server to get it back if required.

FVFILRDS


Description:
Set the re-use deleted space indicator

Syntax:
dfrun fvfilrds {file number} {0 or 1}  (where 0 sets reuse deleted space to false and 1 sets to true).

Example:
dfrun fvfilrds 46 0 (this would set the je file to not use deleted space).

FVFLDOLP


Description:
Used to define overlap fields.

Syntax:
dfrun fvfldolp {file number} {field number} {offset} {size}

Example:
dfrun fvfldolp 45 10 7 15 (this would set field 10 in the accper file to a 15 character overlap field starting at offset 7).
FVIDXADD

Description: 
Create (add) an index


Syntax: 
dfrun fvidxadd {file number} {index number} {segments list}


Example:
dfrun fvidxadd 54 3 5 14  


Creates index 3 with two segments – use UC to indicate an upper case segment

Notes:
Use negative field number to make segment descending.  The index must not already exist.  Add UC to the end of each segment to make uppercase.

FVIDXDEL

Description: 
Delete an index


Syntax: 
dfrun fvidxdel {file number} {index number}


Example:
dfrun fvidxdel 54 3

FVIDXMOD

Description: 
Modify an index


Syntax: 
dfrun fvidxmod {file number} {index number} {segments list}


Example:
dfrun fvidxmod 54 3 5UC 14UC  




Modify an index to be two segments (both are uppercase)

Notes:
Use negative field number to make segment descending.  The index must already exist.  The number of segments can be different from the existing number. Add UC to the end of each segment to make uppercase.

FVIDXBT 

Description:  Set the indexes for a file to BATCH or ONLINE mode.

Syntax:
dfrun fvidxbt (ONLINE OR BATCH) file#

Example:
dfrun fvidxbt BATCH 83

FV000P03

Description: 
Set the physical location of multiple files.


Syntax: 
dfrun fv000p03 

Notes:
Enter path to the files.  If the path contains a server name (starts with //COVE@….) then the secondary filelist (ds_drv.cfg) is updated.  Otherwise, only the primary file list is updated.

FV000P16

Description: 
Create files from the DEFs in the current directory.


Syntax: 
dfrun fv000P16




Enter path where the files should be created.  




Enter the driver to use, ie. ds_drv: or blank for native files.

FVDEF

Description: 
Created file DEFs in the current directory.  Replaced FV000DEF


Syntax: 
dfrun fvdef {file number or ALL to get all file DEFs)


Example:
dfrun fvdef 54


Note  You can also add the –FC option to output Faircom version of defs.

FVZERO

Description: 
Clear the contents of a file.


Syntax: 
dfrun fvzero {file number}


Example:
dfrun fvzero 10

FVDELETE

Description: 
Deletes the file and associated index files.


Syntax: 
dfrun fvdelete {file number}


Example:
dfrun fvdelete 10
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
