Installing Stream V w/ MS-SQL connectivity under Win 7



Purpose:
This document describes the steps required to install Stream V with MS-SQL connectivity under Windows 7 using the default Windows security model. The steps for installing the MS-SQL driver may be omitted for sites running against the native DataFlex database and the Faircom database engine.

Overview:
Windows 7 has increased security as compared to older Microsoft operating systems. If the PC user is not operating as a local machine administrator, extra steps must be performed at the machine administrator level to insure that operators at the user level have proper rights to areas of the disk and application areas of the registry. This document assumes that a complete file server level of Stream V has been performed and that both the application and database are accessible from the console of the primary fileserver.
Directions:
1.  As a user level client, map drive y: \\serverName\coveshareName
2.  From the start menu, select the command prompt, right click and open as administrator

3.  Using the administrator level command prompt, map drive y: to \\serverName\coveshareName
4.  Change to y:\cove\install from inside the administrator level command prompt

5.  Execute Streamv53-Workstation.exe


a. When prompted, proceed with the default of c:\cove

6.  (OPTIONAL) From within the administrator level command prompt, execute the MS-SQL connectivity kit install program mssql.ck.5.1.0.66.exe

a. Click accept


b. Select VDF and Character runtimes to install for. 
c. Change install path to y:\cove\MSSQL Connectivity Kit 5 on all client workstations.
d. When prompted for location of runtime change to y:\cove\vdf150rt from c:\vdf for VDF and y:\cove\df32 for character.

e. Go with defaults and select yes to auto start.

f. When prompted to register, select later as runtime already registered on first installation.

7.  From within the administrator level command prompt, navigate to y:\cove\vdf150rt\bin and execute VDF15.0.Workstation.exe

8. From within the administrator level command prompt, navigate to y:\cove\programs.

a. Call streamv.bat from administrator level command prompt and run to application login accepting the various dll and third party component downloads.
9. From within the administrator level command prompt execute regedit then edit and add full control to USERS for each of the 4 keys

a. HKCU\Software\Cove Systems, Inc.               <- has a period after inc.


b. HKCU\Software\Data Access Worldwide

c. HKLM\Software\Wow6432Node\Cove Systems, Inc   <- does not have a period after inc.


d. HKLM\Software\Wow6432Node\\Data Access Worldwide

e. Manually Add  HKLM\Software\Wow6432Node\Cove Systems, Inc.   (has a period)  Add full control to users.   <- This is for a 64 Bit O/S
10. From within the administrator command prompt, navigate to the y:\cove\programs directory and execute regsvr32 mscal.ocx to register the Microsoft Calendar object which is used in the various date selection fields such as in reports. Note, this step may be optional as it depends on what other software is installed on the client PC. Typically if MS-Office is installed prior to the Stream V installation, the MS Calendar object is already present and registered. 
11. Run StreamV from batch file or y:\cove\programs as regular user and confirm comes up and can save registry preferences. 

12. Copy the shortcut in y:\cove\programs for Stream V to c:\users\public\desktop (note desktop may be hidden so you have to type it in to explorer.
13. Change permissions on c:\cove for users

14. Log out of machine.

15. Log in as user, confirm drive mappings and able to access the application.
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
