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Catalog User Field Labels

Product user field labels are used to identify the user fields in the Catalog records.  In situations where the labels for these fields are the same for all items the user field labels can be set using the normal Site Field Label control settings.  

However, there are situations where a company’s products have widely varying attributes that need to be recorded for later display, and/or processing.  In this case the labels for the Catalog User fields can be set by item, with the name of the LabelSet stored in the LabelSet field of the catalog record, or hierarchically by the following sequences that can be setup in the LongCode table under the CodeSet: F108:181 where Data_1 field contains the name of the ItemLabel set.

It the LabelSet field in the catalog record is empty, the above are searched in sequence and the first LabelSet found is used.

The labels are stored in records in the TextData file.  Each text data record contains 10 lines, one for each field label.  The TextData record is identified as follows:

Technical Notes:

Each time a Catalog record is displayed in the Catalog Master, Catalog Detail Panel or on the Web Interface the system finds the appropriate LabelSet TextData record and displays the labels.  The Labels are processed by the TLC Language conversion code prior to display to handle multi-language situations.

Notes: 

1.) If there is no label specified in the TextData record the screen is not updated and the default label remains on the screen.
