Laser Invoice Printing (VDF)
In order to facilitate fast printing in the VDF environment, eliminating the delay caused by object instantiation of the List & Label print object, the following system has been implemented.
When a Laser invoice or packing list is required, STREAM V adds a record to the JOBS file with the invoice number to print.   A process running on a workstation reads this job record, generates the invoice and sends it to the Laser printer where the invoice is required.  The destination laser print can either be local or remote, but in either case must be a network accessible print.

Once the record is appended to the Jobs file the process displays a message on the screen and pauses until the Jobs record is processed (status set to “P”) .  The process continues to check the JOBS record and when the Job has been completed informs the operator and the Jobs record is deleted.
The Laser Invoice Printing program runs on a VDF workstation and continuously scans the Jobs file looking for new jobs.  Once a new job record is found the system generates and invoice and sends it to the printer specified.  The formatting of the invoice is done using the normal Windows printer formatting.  Multiple printers are supported and can be printed to simultaneously.
