Multiple WebApp Sites On Same Host

Application Note

Purpose:
This document outlines the additional configuration steps required to host multiple WebApp sites on the same web server host where each site points to a unique database. This document assumes that the reader is already familiar with the installation and operation of a single site Web App server and has created the appropriated html files, database and filelist for the new site.
Configuration:
Using the Visual DataFlex Web Application Server Administrator create a “New Web Application” from the File pull down menu. In the example below the new application “demowebapp” was created. 
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Locate the global.asa file in the html directory defined during the Web App application setup and open the file using notepad or a standard text editor.


Scroll down and locate the line “WebAppServerSession.Initialize” and edit the date enclosed in quotes, normally EcommV, to the name of the new Web App application defined in the Web Application Server Administrator. In the example below the data was changed from “EcommV” to “demowebapp”.
