Credit Card Processing

On the payment panel the user clicks the Credit Card button, this brings up a panel where the user is prompted for:

Credit Card Number


Expiration


Name


Security Code


Amount to charge (editable)

If a card reader is attached then these should be filled in from swiping the card.  Otherwise, they can be filled in by hand.  If the card is swiped then the charge is automatically attempted, if the data is entered then the "charge" button must be clicked.

Overall Processing Flow using Authorize.Net

1. Credit Card authorizations are done in the POS payment screen.  These are passed to Authorize.Net where they can be seen with a browser.

2. When the sale is completed a "Capture" transaction is sent to authorize.net which charges the card.
3. At the end of the day, at a time set on the authoize.net website by the POS site Authorize.net settles the "captured" transactions.  A report is emailed to the POS site.

4. This report is reconciled against the Cove data.

5. Sometime thereafter the funds are transferred to the POS sites bank account.

The Site uses the Web interface to handle exceptions, get reports and review settlements.
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
