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Preference Support

Preferences are system control options (policies) that can be set by the user directly out of the application the user.  If preferences are available a preferences option appears on the MORE menu.  When selected the preferences that used by the current View are  displayed.  The users ability to see a preference is based on the setting of the User Control flag in the Policy record (Y/N). 
The first time a user sets a preference a user policy record is created.

If Data_1 is PRINTER the dialog will present the printer name in the first column, but when the user clicks on it will present a button which calls the prompt procuedure to select a different printer.

Notes:
If the INFO field contains USEDES then the description to display is pulled form the Description2 field (Spare field S10).
For sysops additional columns are displayed.

Preference records do not need to be setup in the policy file (F248).  They are created the first time the view is used.
