Stuffed Number – In situations where fields were not available in the database we sometimes store two values in a single number.  This is called a stuffed number.  For example the Source Order field in the SoLine file contains the source order number to the left of the decimal and the line to the right of the decimal.  When the number is stuffed a 9 is appended to the end of the number to be able to retain trailing zeros.  Functions are: StuffNumber, LeftofDecimal and UnstuffRightofDecimal in Covefunc.pkg
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
