Cove2000 Report Output

To provide the flexibility needed in today's business world reports and processing programs can either be executed locally or submitted to the Job Processor.  Additionally the output of the Cove2000 report, or processing program, can be routed to different locations.   Cove2000 Reports and processing programs can either be run locally on WinNT stations or submitted to a WinNT based job processor for immediate processing - freeing up the users workstation, or for submitted for future processing.

The following table described the features available when a report/process is run locally (either on t Windows PC or by a Unix client), submitted for processing on a local Job Processor or submitted for processing on a Remote Job Processor.  Local Job Processor is defined as being on the local area network (LAN) or on a high speed wide area network (WAN), while a remote Job Processor is not on the LAN or WAN. The output of jobs submitted to a Remote Job Processor are automatically emailed to the submitting user.
