Sales Order Lines Consolidated Shipping 

In Sales Order lines Consolidated Shipping (SOCS) we are trying to limit shipping orders with multiple lines from multiple locations (in compliance w/ Dell Customer Experience Policy). For which we created FVICGP21, to review and validate the order and make the appropriate changes based on SOCS logic. 
Below is a brief description of the SOCS logic:
· This process requires passing an order number on the command line.  And optional the name and path of the Log file. 
· The process starts by checking if the order has one line, if YES then NO CHANGE and EXIT.

· If this customer is setup to use SOCS, for that it checks F18:F054DETL “SOLinesConsolidatedShipping”, if NO or no records setup then NO CHANGE and EXIT.
· Clear the oWHS_INFO array to prepare it for processing this order. This array will have one segment for each warehouse in this order; and each segment will hold the warehouse ID, the number of order lines setup to ship from each warehouse, and finally if a change is to be done on the line, the change will be reflected in the 3rd entry of the segment.
· Loop through the order lines and for every line it checks the warehouse, if it is different than previous lines, it adds new segment to the array with 1 line to ship from it. If the warehouse still the same as before it adds 1 to that warehouse segment, until there are no more order lines.

· Check if there is only one segment (or 1 warehouse to ship from) in the array, if YES then NO CHANGE and EXIT.
· The process loads the lines to SOTEMP to be updated.
· Since the goal is to try to ship this order from one warehouse, the process will loop through the warehouses in the oWHS_INFO array, starting with the warehouse with most order lines to the warehouse with fewer lines; and for each warehouse it picks, it will loop the lines with the different warehouse and try to move those line to the picked warehouse.  

· The process will stop when it finds the first warehouse that can fulfill all the lines in this order or processes all warehouse in the array. 
· After the completion of the process it will be very helpful to check the log file; the log file will give a description of the problems that may occur, if any; or the successful completion message if there was no errors.
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
