SQLExporter
Overview
The SQLExporter allows users to quickly export data from inside the application to ASCII files or Excel.  SQL statements are stored and selectable from a menu to produce SQL result sets that are written to disk in either TAB or Comma delimited format, and optionally loaded into Excel.

To generate the result sets SQL statements must be submitted to an SQL Server (Faircom 8+, MS-SQL etc…).  Cove provides sample SQL queries tested with the Faircom SQL Server and which require modification if an alternative SQL server is used with StreamV.
When an operator wishes to perform an SQL Query they select the desired query from the menu and are presented with the SQL Exporter Panel.  This panel displays the Data Source, SQL Query statement, and optionally entry fields for values to be passed to the Query when it executes.  Normally, the user will just confirm the output path and click on RUN to execute the Query.  When the query has completed, and the option to open the output file with Excel is checked, the system will present the output of the query in Excel.  If an Excel template (spreadsheet containing a macro) has been selected the system will load the file and execute the macro.

This query selects all fields from the Freight Table, writes them to the output file delimited by Tabs, and then loads the file into Excel.

Note: If the operator is not a Sysop the Connection string is not displayed since it contains the password to the dataset.

This query selects the specified fields from the Customer and Invoice Line files;

Groups them by company; Sorts them by the sixth field (total sales); then writes them to the output file delimited by Tabs, and then loads the file into the selected Excel which formats the output and presents it to the user.
If you only wanted the top 30 companies you would enter 30 in the “Number of Records to Export” field.

Technical Notes

Setup – Windows XP, The SQLExporter uses an ODBC data source to extract data from a database.  Note: The database from which data is being extracted from does not necessarily have to be the one that the STREAMV application is running on.  

First, the Faircom SQL ODBC driver must be installed on the client PC, the driver is found in the Faircom Server Client directory.
The ODBC data source is setup in windows, under Control Panel –>Administrative Tools –> ODBC Data Sources.  Select the System DSN tab and click on Add.
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Fill in the below fields.  The database is the name of the faircom data directory without the .dbs extension.  You can set up multiple data sources to access multiple data sets.

The Data Source name is free form but must be entered exactly the same in the  parameter: F240:SQL_CONN (sample below – last letter cut of in screen shot).

[TITLE] – Contains the title of the query, which is displayed in the SQLExporter Menu.

[SQL_STATEMENT] – Contains the SQL statement that will be used to generate the query.  This statement can contain up to 6 manifest constants that will be replaced with values when the SQL query is submitted.  The manifest constants are: {VALUE1} through 6.
[EXPORT_OPTION] – Determines what type of output should be generated.  The options are EXPORT TAB to generate a tab delimited file, or EXPORT CSV.
[EXPORT_FILE] – Contains the name of the file to output to, containing the complete path.

[MAX_RECORDS] – Maximum number of records to export.

[SQL_VALUES] – Contains up to 6 values to be substituted for the manifest constants in the SQL statement.

[End_SQL_ODBC] – indicates the end of the TextData record.
