Shipment Attributes in StreamV
Each shipping method, based on the carrier can have different special processing attributes like Adult Signature Required, Saturday Delivery, etc...  These are called Shipment Attributes.  They are selected during order entry from the Freight Rating popup.
Since each carrier supports different options for each classe of service, the system allows each ShipVia in the Freight file to have different allowable shipment attributes associated with it.
The master list of shipment attributes are stored in the SHIPATTR Gencode table and are maintained using the Gencode Manager.

The available shipment attributes are added to the list (botom left corner).  When the ShipVia record is saved these attributes are stored in a TextData record identified by the code: SCR:SHIPATTR:{ShipVia}
During order entry the user can select the desired shipment attributes, available for the ShipVia selected, in the Freight Rating pop.  When the sales order is saved, these are written to a special comment record (#2005) that is carried with the sales order through invoicing and is used by the Manifesting procedure.
The Generic Manifesting Program looks for this comment and, when present, passes   the shipment attributes to the shipping routine.  
Residential Flag – The residential flag in the Shipto Record associated with a sales order/invoice is used to control the residential shipment behavior of the manifesting procedures.  

Note: During some companies EDI import process the EDI mapping software passes a “RESIDENTAL” flag to the EDI import procedure using the 2005 comment attached to the sales order.. As the EDI order is imported the Residential flag is updated in the Shipto Record created by the EDI import.  This  flag in the 2005 comment is replaced with a historical note “Residential_Shipment” in the 2005 comment and is not used for any further processing.
COD Flag - The COD control fields in the Terms Record associated with a sales order/invoice is used to control the COD behavior of the manifesting procedures.  
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
