Shiprush CODFunds Type
The Z-firm Shiprush ActiveX object for FedEx and UPS shipping accepts a number of different payment terms for COD shipments. These payment types must be identified in the corresponding file 21 record. An unused field in file 21 has been renamed to COD_TYPE and been exposed in FV021E01 and used in VDFSHIPPER.EXE versions dated 07/27/2007 and newer.  The available COD Funds types are listed in the table below.

The addition of the field COD_TYPE allows system administrators to implement the Z-frim Shiprush ActiveX object without having to modify their existing payment terms tables and customer terms records. Historically COD type designation was determined by parsing the terms code in file 21. For example COD would denote a COD shipment allowing any payment type, COD CASH would denote a cash only COD shipment.

Please be aware that the CODFunds Types available in Shiprush may differ from the CODFunds Types offered by each freight carrier. 

For example:
The COD terms available in the FedEx client are: "Any Payment Type", "Currency", "Guaranteed Funds"
 

Fedex COD Type 1    Translates in the client to "Currency"
Fedex COD Type 2    Translates in the client to "Guaranteed funds"

Fedex COD Type 3    Translates in the client to "Any Payment Type"

Fedex COD Type 4    Translates in the client to "Any Payment Type"

 

 

The COD terms available in the UPS client are:  "All Funds", "Cashiers Check or Money Order", "Check, Cashiers Check, or Money Order"

 

UPS COD Type 1    Translates in the client to "All Funds"

UPS COD Type 2    Translates in the client to "Cashiers Check or Money Order"

UPS COD Type 3    Translates in the client to "Check, Cashiers Check or Money Order"

UPS COD Type 4    Translates in the client to "All Funds"
