Special Order Bin Management

When sales orders with special order lines are placed through the order processing system the sales order lines are linked to the associated purchase orders when then are created though the Purchase Requisition Management Screen.  When these goods are received they should not be co-mingled with existing warehouse inventory.  Additionally, when special orders items are part of a "no partial" order they should be aggregated together for final shipment.

Receiving - When special order goods are received the receiving program does the following:

1) It alerts the operator that a special order line is being received.

2) Prompts the operator for the Bin to receive the goods into.

a) Prior to prompting the operator the system checks if a bin location has been assigned to the sales order that the items being received are for.  If so, the system defaults to Bin location to this bin.

b) If the operator elects not to enter a bin number, by pressing the Enter key without keying a bin number, the system will create a Bin Location with the Bin number being the same as the sales order number and assign the goods being received to this bin.

3) Prints the bin number assigned on the receiving label.

a) If "small" receiving labels are used the bin number will be printed 

b) Optionally, a larger "traveler" label will be printed which contains complete information from the sales order.  This may be attached to the received goods to specifically identify them.

Picking - When a pick list is generated the following occurs:

1) Normally at this point the goods in the bins are "committed" to the specific sales order.

2) If the order contains "special order" lines, as the system looks for inventory in the bin system to "commit"  it first searches for bins that have been assigned to this order.  If it does not find any goods in bins specifically assigned to the order it uses inventory available inventory from another bin.

Technical Notes

The Bin records have an indexed  "sales order number" field which is updated with the sales order number that the contents of the bin are associated with.  

Note: If goods are transferred out of the bin this link is lost.
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
