Stream V Desktop Installation Issues
Overview:
This document covers various installation issues related to the installation of Stream V.  To provide maximum user functionality the Stream V package takes advantage of many Windows features.  Using these features can require the user to have the ability to write to the local hard disk, system directories and configuration files such as the Windows Registry.  In addition, in a multi-user environment, access to the shared drive where the programs are stored may be required.
Setup:
Stream V is provided in a self executing program (StreamV.EXE).  Installation and operation of Stream V requires user full access to various registry keys and full access to COVE directory on the local host or network share. The following instructions outline the minimum security requirements for a successful installation using default Windows groups. Additional security may be added by the system administrator but it is recommended that the following steps be performed and correct operation confirmed before implementing additional security.

Installation of Stream V may be performed by a domain Administrator, local machine Administrator, or local machine Power User equivalent account.  Perform the installation as described in the ST50ReadMeFirst document included with the distribution.

After installation it is necessary to modify access rights to the DataFlex VDF registry entries and the permissions on the \COVE folder:  

Modify registry entries for VDF Runtime:




From the Start menu select “Run”




Type “regedit” and select OK




Navigate to the registry key:

 HKLM\SOFTWARE\Data Access Corporation\ Visual DataFlex




Highlight “Visual DataFlex”




Right-click and select “Permissions”

Add the default group “Domain Users” and select “Full Control” under permissions.

Modify rights on the \COVE folder:

From Windows Explorer navigate to the drive where Stream V is installed. (ex: c:\COVE)




Right click on the COVE folder and select Properties.




Select the Security tab from the Properties panel.




Click on the “Add” button.

Select the “Domain Users” group and under the Permissions section select “Full Control”

Multi-User:
Stream V supports several multi-user scenarios. All multi-user systems require the use of a database engine such as Faircom, MS-SQL, or IBM DB2. 
LAN:
Clients load program files from a central shared file server. 

WAN:
Clients load program files from local pc, data accessed across the WAN link.

SBC:
Stream V can run in a Server Based Computing platform such as Microsoft Terminal Server or Citrix MetaFrame allowing sites to take advantage of  today’s lightweight portable devices and extending the life of legacy hardware. All program files are stored on a central host, the Stream V programs or even a complete Windows desktop session are delivered to a remote device. As all processing is performed on the central host only display and keyboard data are moved across the wire dramatically reducing bandwidth usage.  
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
