Stream II & V Known Bugs and Workarounds
Duplicate Record in System Parameter Detail - does not save the Info field.  Researched, deferred resolution.
Warning Message when sending eMail – StreamV uses the outlook client to send emails, this causes the warning to popup (MicroSoft Security).  Options are: 1. Use outlook express where the message can be turned off; 2. Use outlook as an exchange client which  allows warning to be turned off, 3; use option described in: http://www.contextmagic.com/express-clickyes/
Note: Since outlook express comes on most pc you can set Outlook Express to be the default email client which ST5 will use.  This does not effect the operation of normal Outlook.

Error when pointing StreamV to a StreamII data set for the first time. – The parameter SYS-USER is used to create/find the local directory.  If this parameter is present it must be set correctly, it is not needed, but is used when present.  System is still using the F248 and this should be removed.
Browse Default Index – we setting the browse default index on a view/browse that has filtering (like open/closed) the filter state is not being restored when the browse is activated again.  Workaround: don’t set default index to an index that uses the filters/scopes.
Browse – When invalid data entered in search error is generated.  Need to check data entered against index segments/mask search entry.
oPrompt – Capslock state setting not working unless oForm is directly addressed,

Language Translation – Objects appearing in early GlobalAllEntry do not support translation as the translation code is included later.  Need to move up inclusion of translation code. Also, status help does not translate yet.
STII – AR Check Inquiry/Void entry allows bad dates to be entered.  If this happens the JE will not display properly.  Edit the date to a correct date to fix.

AP Invoice Entry -  Will not allow exiting field with duplicate except if dup number is entered and SAVE pressed
Fixed Bugs and eliminated workarounds

Aging by Customer view will not run under the Debugger. – 062006 fixed, will now run normally.

Faircom Driver Copy_Records problem – Copy records/Copy_Db  is not working in VDF11 restructure process. Eliminated with .26 version of the driver 06/12/06.

Printing Error Message – when printing List&Label reports to certain models of HP printers attached to a PC the error message “Cannot Open File” appears. 

Work Around: Pressing Enter will remove the message and printing will continue normally.  This error is caused by the printer driver not recognizing the virtual device WINLST: 

Planned Resolution: None.  This will possibly go away with VDF 11 (untested)

Problem seems to have gone away with VDF 11 and implimentatin of CoveBasicReport that does not open an output chanell unless needed.

Login Translation – Defaults to house language.
