Thank you for your interest in our StreamV Enterprise application.  Stream V is delivered in multiple self installing compressed files to allow easy installation on PCs running Windows 2000, 2003 or XP. These should be installed in sequence.

1. StreamVBaseSetupFS278BV50.exe is a self installing file containing the runtime, bitmaps, drivers, print engine and other files required by the Stream V system and clients.  When the installation program is started you may chose to install either the "server" and/or "client" components.  If you are installing on a single PC, this machine is both the server and client, so you will install both.  If you are installing on a shared file server system you will install both on the server machine and then only the client components on each workstation that will be accessing the system.

2. StreamVDemoDataFS278B.exe is a self installing file containing a complete set of sample data files for StreamV.  This is installed on the "server" machine.  This data may also be used with Stream II (FS278B Character Mode for Linux).

3. StreamVProgramSetupFS278BV50.exe - self installing file containing StreamV and the utility programs.  This gets installed on the "server" machine.  As enhancements are made to Stream V this file is updated and released.  The programs included in this file are:


Stream V Main Program


Report Jobber Program


Job Processor


System Utilities


Data Check Program


File System Update Program

When installing StreamV on a Windows PC you must be logged into the machine with sufficient rights to access the registry and other required resources.  As the default, Windows has three types of local rights; Administrator, Power User and Restricted User. 
The following information addresses the Windows Security requirements for installing Stream V.

Installation and operation of Stream V requires user full access to various registry keys and full access to COVE directory on the local host or network share. The following instructions outline the minimum security requirements for a successful installation using default Windows groups. Additional security may be added by the system administrator but it is recommended that the following steps be performed and correct operation confirmed before implementing additional security.

Installation of Stream V may be performed by a domain Administrator, local machine Administrator, or local machine Power User equivalent account.  Perform the installation as described in the above section.

After installation it is necessary to modify access rights to the DataFlex VDF registry entries and the permissions on the \COVE folder:  

Modify registry entries for VDF Runtime:


From the Start menu select “Run”


Type “regedit” and select OK


Navigate to the registry key:

 HKLM\SOFTWARE\Data Access Corporation\ Visual DataFlex


Highlight “Visual DataFlex”


Right-click and select “Permissions”

Add the default group “Domain Users” and select “Full Control” under permissions.

Modify rights on the \COVE folder:


From Windows Explorer navigate to the drive where Stream V is installed. (ex: c:\COVE)


Right click on the COVE folder and select Properties.


Select the Security tab from the Properties panel.


Click on the “Add” button.


Select the “Domain Users” group and under the Permissions section select “Full Control”
