The Sysmon File

In order to isolate host specific system control information from enterprise data, and to better support the transfer of file systems between hosts, the Sysmon file is used to store host specific information. 

The Sysmon file is normally stored in the /cove directory, which is the top directory of all Cove applications.  By storing the Sysmon file in this directory it will not get overwritten if the data file directory is copied in from another system.

The file is organized as multiple records, each containing 20 title fields and 20 data fields.  One record is used to store either control or status information about a single process.   Each record in the sysmon file is identified by an eight character CODE field.  The documentation for each process describes the  contents of the specific status and control records. 

As each process runs, it reads the control record, and updates the status record.  This allows users not having direct access to the session that the process is running on to monitor the status/activity of the process.
