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System Transfer Files


System Transfer Files (TRN) 
System transfer files (TRN files) are Comma/Quote, or Line (CR/LF), delimited ASCII files that have a one-to-one field relationship with Cove's data files.  These files are used to transfer data, or unload/reload data, from Cove System's STREAM II application.

TRN files are created from STREAM II by running the Generic File Exporter program (FV000GFE) which provides selection criteria and the ability to enter an output file name which defaults to FILExxx.TRN where xxx is the Cove file number.  The user may select to export the data in a file as Comma delimited or Line Delimited.

TRN files are loaded into STREAM II by running the Generic File Importer program (FV000GFI)  by entering an input file name and selecting to import the data as Comma delimited or Line Delimited.

TRN File Format: Each field in the Cove data file that the TRN file represents must be present.  Fields with no value can be represented as ,"", or ,, or just a CR/LF in a line delimited file.  In a line delimited file only a CR or a LF is required but having both are preferred.  Each line in a Comma delimited file must end with a CR/LF.

Cove File definitions are available on the Cove website at www.covesys.com/defs.  When reading the file definition note the following:

1. Field types

ASC - ASCII can contain any printable characters

DAT - Date

NUM - Numeric 

TEX - Text, can contain commas and CR/LF (see notes)

2. Dates - must be presented in the national date format MM/DD/YYYY for US dates and DD/MM/YY for European dates.  In the rare case you are running military dates the format is YYMMDD.  The dividing slashes are optional and my be dashes.

3. Periods must be present in numeric data containing a decimal component.

4. Overlap fields are not real fields but used for internal representations in the system.  These fields are not output in Cove TRN files and should not be present in TRN being read into the system.

5. A text field is represented as two components in the TRN filed.  First the length of the field followed by a CR/LF, then the data which will be read using the number of characters just specified.
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
