Inbound EDI 850 Processing FlowPRIVATE 

This document describes each action that happens as an EDI 850 purchase order is received.

seq level7 \h \r0 hing the system does is identify the item requested by the customer.  The customer can provide either our house item number, their item number, a UPC/EIN code or a manufacturer's item number.  The system does the following to determine the correct house item number.


A.
Search for house item number.


B.
Search for UPC/EIN code.


C.
Search for customer’s item number in the cross-reference data file.  If the item is found in the cross reference file a contract number may be associated with it to drive the special pricing file.


D.
If the item doesn’t exist discontinue processing the item and save the order line using item number “MISSING”.  The item information is written to the comment attached to the sales order line.

Once this is done the system aseq level1 \h \r0 ssigns the sales order line to the appropriate inventory location, and allocates inventory.  To do so the following steps are taken.

1) Default the Preferred Location  - This is defined as the location pointed to by Division 1, Department 1.   Store this as the "Default Location"

2) Check if the customer has a default division/department, if so use this as the Preferred Location.

3) Check the ZipCode file to determine if a Preferred Shipping Location exists, for the ZipCode the goods are being shipped to.  The Preferred Shipping Location is stored in each record in the ZipCode file. If the goods are found in the Preferred Shipping Location, this location becomes the Preferred Location.

4) Check availability of the item in the Preferred Location.

5) If the item is available in this location stop searching.

6) seq level2 \h \r0 If the item does not exist in this location or is not available, check the availability in the Secondary Locations.

a) Find the TEXTDATA record associated with the Preferred Location type=“LOC”, code=
SHIPLOC1”, id= Preferred Location.

b) If no SHIPLOC1 TEXTDATA record exists, discontinue “item” processing and backorder the item in the Preferred Location, stop searching.

c) Check for availability/existence of the item in each Secondary Location in the order they are listed in the text field of the TEXTDATA record.

d) If the item is available in any Secondary Location, create the order line in this location and discontinue searching.

e) If the item is not available in any Secondary Location, backorder the item in the Preferred Location.
f) If the item does not exist in the Preferred Location create it in the "Default Location".
Note: It is the responsibility of the sysop to assure that a valid search sequence is configured.  If an order for an item is received that does not exist in any of the warehouses in the following sequence the system will check if the item is in the "Product Catalog".  If so, the system will autocreate the item in the Preferred Location.  If the item is not in the catalog the system will save the item as "Missing".
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
