Emailing XSLT Reports
Stream V uses XSLT to provide a number of advanced features when displaying system reports. These features require a number of control and formatting files during the display process. The paths and filenames of these display resources are included in the body of the report output. By default these paths are set to locations accessible to clients on the local LAN and are initially based off of the contents of F248:LL_TEMPL. As seen in the image below.
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Beginning with Build 4078 three new switches in file 248 are created on the first execution of a XSLT based report. 

F248: XSLIMAGE: The path to the system logo file.
Default value, the system bitmaps directory.

ie: y:\cove\bitmaps\covelogo.jpg

 

F248:CSSPATH: The path to the CoveSytleCSS.css file
Default value, the directory pointed to from the switch LL_TEMPL
 

F248:XSLPATH: The path to the CoveReports.xsl file
Default value, the directory pointed to from the switch LL_TEMPL

Combined, these three switches populate the required parameters in the source of the report output. This tells the local client browser where to look for the required XSLT formatting files.

However, if the report output is emailed to a client off of the local network the paths to the formatting files will be invalid and the remote client’s browser will return an error as shown below.
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To enable support for external users to display XSLT reports simply copy the following files to a publicly accessible web server and change the path defined in the switches to a valid URL as shown in the three screenshots below.
