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Purpose:
This document outlines the steps required to create user accounts on a RedHat Linux host running the Cove Systems, Inc., Stream II application.  It is assumed that the reader has adequate knowledge or experience with user and group management under RedHat Linux and an understanding of Cove Systems, Inc., Stream II.

Group Setup: 


Two groups are added to /etc/group, cove and coveadm.  The groups should be created prior to users being added to the system. Group numbers should be sequential and outside the range of any current entries.  

(Extract from /etc/group prior to users, other than root, being added to the system.) 

cove:x:500:

coveadm:x:501:

User Account Setup:



Syntax to create a member of the coveadm group:



adduser –g coveadm –G”coveadm,cove” –m –d /cove/users/fred –c”Fred Flintstone” fred



Syntax to create a member of the cove group:



adduser –g cove –m –d /cove/users/barney –c”Barney Rubble” barney



After users have been added to the system /etc/group will look as follows:

cove:x:500:fred,barney

coveadm:x:501:fred
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
