Stored Instructions
STREAM II allows assorted manufacturing, assembly and packing instructions and/or drawings to be entered/scanned, store, retrieved and attached to a wide varity of documents including; inventory records, bills of materials, sales orders, and shop orders.

Stored Instructions are stored in the the Text Data file and are called Stored Instruction Records (SIR).  Each SIR is identified by the following data (primary key).

	ADVANCE \d2This field is used to organize the SIRs by allowing multiple records to be associated together.  The data in this field is table driven using the SIRCODES table in the GencCode file.

	ADVANCE \d2Identifier used to name/number the SIR record.  The combination of Code and Ident must be unique.


SIRs may be associated with Sales Orders, Purchase Orders, Inventory Items, and Shop Orders.  The mechanism for associating the SIRs with these documents is the Additional Information Comment (comment number 1090).  This comment contains a section with the name [SIR] that conatins a list off  the SIRs associated with the document.
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
