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TextData


The TextData file is used to store variable length data associated with a wide range of document types.  The following tables list the different types of TextData records used in the STREAM applications, and how they are identified.  A four segment primary key uniquely identifies each record in the TextData file.

	Defined the name of the logical table that this record belongs to.  Multiple TextData records are logically grouped together to form a TextData table.

	Defines the primary part of the identifier.  The combination of the primary and secondary parts of the identifier must be unique within the table.

	Specifies which users should be using this TextData record.  The TextData system uses the same logic as system parameters.

	Browse Control Information - Control which fields are displayed in the browse.

	CRM
	Customer Resource Management control information.

	Forms Control Information

	KWD
	Keyword Control Information - Control how the keyword file is loaded and displayed.

	Screen Labels - contains labels to allow site/user specific field names to be displayed on the screen.

	MES
	Generic System Messages

	NRD
	New Record Defaults - contains values to default into newly created records.

	PHT
	System Parameter Help text

	RTM
	Report Master Template - records are automatically created by the report from end when a report is run the first time.

	RTS
	Report Site Master Template - records are automatically created when the operator saves a template as a "Site" template.

	Report User Template - records are automatically created when the operator saves a private template.

	System Control Record - are used to control system operating behavior.

	INVENTRY
	CIN
	This record contains the fields to skip during normalization from the Catalog file when new inventory items are being created in the Inventory Master file from inside the Catalog program.   Enter the field names to skip surrounded by dashes i.e.  -XXXXX-

Terminate each field with a Carriage Return."

	INVENTRY
	CED
	This record contains the fields to skip during normalization from the Catalog file when existing inventory items are being updated due to a change in the Catalog information for the item.   Enter the field names to skip surrounded by dashes i.e.  -XXXXX-

Terminate each field with a Carriage Return."

	INVENTRY
	ACR
	This record contains the warehouse location codes where items should be automatically be created when a new catalog record is saved, and the Catalog Autocreate Items in Inventory option is enabled.  The warehouse locations should be entered one per line with a carriage return after each warehouse location

	FIELDNAM
	VDF
	The FIELDNAM record is used to display the screen labels of the user-definable fields that are available in many files in the system (the user fields in the COMPANY file and code and flag fields in the CONTACT file are good examples).  The FIELDNAM record is used by the VDF application to load the screen labels for these fields.in all programs they are displayed in.  The FIELDNAM record should be set up in the following format.

File#,Field#,Value, (where option is text to be displayed).

Each line in the textdata record should be terminated with a carriage return.

Note: that all lines in the textdata record should have at least 3 commas.  A note can be entered after the 3rd comma in order to document the line.  This note should be entered preceded by // and be on the same line as the control information.  The width of the label displayed in each program can vary but the system supports labels of up to 15 characters in width.

	SECURITY
	VDF
	The Security record is used in both the Console mode (277 and higher releases) and the VDF application, to control access to fields.  The security record contains all security settings for all file and field combinations that are to be secured at the field level.  Different security files can be maintained for each user, group of users, or branch, but each file should contain all security settings for that user, group,or branch.  The security file information should be entered in the following format,

File,Field,Option,    (where option is V for view only or N for no access).

Each line in the textdata record should be terminated with a carriage return.

Note: that all lines in the textdata record should have at least 3 commas.  A note can be entered after the 3rd comma in order to document the field being secured.  This note should be entered preceded by // and be on the same line as the control information.

	Default Shipto Location for PO Entry.  {loc} is the operators default location.  The format of the record is (each item followed by a CR).  See the File Definition for the POHEAD file for field lengths.

	This record contains the Remit To Address that is printed on invoices.  The ID field contains the Division number.  The format of the record is Carriage Return delimited lines.

	This record contains the a footer that should be printed on all invoice forms.  For example this can contain a disclaimer, advertising, etc…

	CNFFOOT

	This record contains the a footer that should be printed on all order confirmation forms.  For example this can contain a disclaimer, advertising, etc…

	This record contains the a footer that should be printed on all Quotes.  For example this can contain a disclaimer, advertising, etc…

	This record contains the a footer that should be printed on all Purchase Order forms.  For example this can contain a disclaimer, advertising, etc…
