Conversion To Server

In order to make the conversion from native Dataflex to the server smooth and provide the highest level of safety we will be using the following procedure. 

1. The site is brought to current code and file system level.

2. All files are “fingerprint” with a unique record identifier

3. Index 15 is added to all files.  This is the fingerprint index.

4. The server is installed on the platform the server will be operational on.

5. The data files are converted from the native system to the server, leaving the native data files in place.

6. Local Replication to the server is implemented.  This is a process that runs on either the Unix application server or a workstation in a Novell environment.  As changes are made to the native system they are replicated on the server.

7. The data on the server is compared with the data on the native system using the On-line Replication Verification and Synchronization Program (ORVASP).

8. Once the replication process is confirmed to be operating properly all operations are stopped, then the ORVASP is run again to confirm the file systems are in sync.  Once ORVASP has successfully run the system is re-pointed to use the server data as the primary database and all changed to the server are replicated to the native system.

9. Them on a regulate basis ORVASP is run to confirm proper replication.  The output of ORVASP can be monitored.
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
