Data File Updates on Faircom V8.15.900 Servers

Overview:
Beginning with version V8.15.900 Faircom servers the default configuration of running Faircom clients as user ADMIN has changed. Clients now connect to the Faircom server as either user COVE or in multi-database systems, users connect as a username relevant to the dataset. The default naming scheme in the case is company, country. Examples are: AGUS, AGCAN and AGUK.

Description:
As users no longer connect to the Faircom server as administrative level clients they are now prevented from performing administrative level operations such as file structure changes, killing users, and modifying indexes.  To perform administrative level functions the sysadmin must insure that their connection to the Faircom server is at the ADMIN level.

Overview:
The properties for connections to the Faircom server are stored in the file ds_drv.ini.  For initial file creation and normal user operations users and administrators should connect to the Faircom server at the user level.

To perform operations such as data structure update, user administration, modifying indexes, relates and any other administrative level functions the system administrator must connect to the Faircom server at the ADMIN level.
