Faircom Server Update V8.14.851 To V8.15.900
Overview:
Faircom Corporation has released Faircom SQL Server version 8.15.900. Version 8.15.900 is a maintenance release which addresses a number of issues including more detailed event logging and error trapping. It is recommended that all V8 sites upgrade as soon as possible.
Description:
The Faircom V8 SQL server contains a number of additional directories and files to support the embedded SQL engine as compared to the Version 6 non-SQL server.  These differences must be taken into account when performing maintenance operations on the server process.  WARNING: Before proceeding with this upgrade, insure you have your Faircom server serial number and license code information.
Installation:
All users must log out of the Stream system and all Dataflex and ODBC connections to the Faircom server should be closed.


Perform a clean shutdown of the Faircom server process on the local host.


Perform multiple backups of the existing Faircom directory structure including the data and dump directories.


Verify the integrity of the backups performed in the prior step.
Extract the SRVSQLSetup.exe file to a local directory. Do not overwrite your production Faircom directory structure.


From the newly created directory navigate down the directory tree to the ctreeSQLServer directory.


Rename or remove the existing .CFG files as these will overwrite your existing server configuration.


Rename or remove any existing .FCS files from this directory. They can be created if the server is started in error.  

Do not remove any .CFG, .FCS, .FSD files from the production server directory.


From the directory where you extracted the SRVSQLSetup.exe, select all the files including the lib directory and copy them into your production server directory. If prompted select yes to overwrite existing files.


From your production server directory run fcactvat.exe to re-install your Faircom license.
