Changes to sendmail.cf
The following sendmail.cf directives are enabled and or modified as part of a standard sendmail installation as performed by Cove Systems, Inc.  These directives are used in conjunction with the TMDA anti-spam software and are designed to throttle down the mail server and prevent the server from being consumed when processing excessive amounts of SPAM.
Hoststat is enabled to maintain a database of mailservers that the server has connected to. This is used in conjunction with SingleThreadDelivery to prevent multiple threads from sending to the same mail server at the same time.
