Changes to sendmail.mc
The following changes to the standard sendmail.mc macro file are required to support sites running Linux based Stream II systems where another centralized host exists as the primary mail server. An example of this condition would be where a site is running  Microsoft Exchange and users require the ability to send mail from Stream II to external and internal recipients. 

By default the sendmail configuration on Red Hat Linux ES3 defines the machine as the primary mail server requiring internet access in order to deliver outbound mail and all mail for local users remains on the machine.  To access their local mail the user must either run a mail client on the local machine, which would require shell access or the system administrator would need to configure pop3 access to the host. Thus complicating the local mail environment.
The preferred method is to forward all local user mail and externally addressed mail to the customer’s existing mail server.  Some of the advantages are as follows;
1. No firewall changes are required. If mail was not forwarded to the centralized host the customer would have to allow outbound access on port 25 for the host running Stream II.

2. No changes are required on the client’s workstation. Forwarding mail directly to the central mail server eliminates the need for the system administrator to configure each client for POP3 access to the host running Stream II. 
3. Output from Stream II users and the Stream II job processor can be delivered directly to local users.
The following changes are required to the sendmail.mc macro definition file.

define(`SMART_HOST',`fqdn.of.smtp.server.here')

define(`LOCAL_RELAY',`fqdn.of.smtp.server.here')

MASQUERADE_AS(`domain.name.here')dnl
FEATURE(masquerade_envelope)dnl

FEATURE(masquerade_entire_domain)dnl

Save the sendmail.mc file, build the new sendmail.cf file and restart sendmail.
