Issue:
Users report having difficulty logging into Stream II. Session colors, screen layout and functions keys are not correct.
Overview: 
To provide maximum user functionality in the Linux and Unix environment  the Stream II application requires SCO-ANSI emulation and a special keyboard map.  Pre-configured connection file for the supported terminal emulators, Tiny Term 3 from Century Software and Reflection from WRQ Software are available from Cove Systems, Inc. at no charge.

The default settings of most emulators is VT400. Connecting to your Linux or Unix host with VT400 emulation will present the user with a login screen that appears similar to the screenshot below. Use of Stream II under these conditions is not possible.
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Resolution:
Contact Cove Systems, Inc. support for the correct connection properties file or copy the connection file from another workstation on your local network.

Use of the correct connection properties will result in a login screen similar to the following screeshot.
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This session uses SCO-ANSI emulation and contains the re-mapped keyboard to allow access to the F (function) keys which are normally not available in a Linux or UNIX environment.
