Cove Systems, Inc./Think Easy Linux Host
Environment Setup

Purpose:
This document outlines the steps required to setup the Cove/Think Easy User Environment on a Red Had Linux ES3 host. It is assumed that the reader is familiar with the ES3, Dataflex and Stream II installation and configuration procedures. 
Overview:
The Cove Systems, Inc./Think Easy environment consists of a series of shell scripts which, based upon a users group membership, setup the DataFlex runtime environment and presents the user with a menu of which systems and datasets are available on the Linux host. This configuration is useful as it allows users to access systems for multiple countries and or test systems that reside on the same host.
Detail:
The Cove Systems, Inc./Think Easy Linux user environment consists of the following shell scripts:

Covelogon.sh

Purpose:
Executes at host logon, sets up the required  user variables based upon group membership.  File is located in /etc/profile.d.
Overview:
If member of group cove the script checks other group memberships and sets the COVESYSTEM variable as defined. The COVESYSTEM variable is used to select the correct filelist and paths to be set during the users session.


Example:
if [ `groups $LOGNAME | grep -c bc-gb` -eq 1 ]

then

export COVESYSTEM=gb

fi
Based upon login name the script sets the FVUSER variable as defined. This is only used for special system accounts and Cove admin users. Normal user accounts have the FVUSER variable defined as their login name.

Example:

Appends $home/bin (not normally required) and /cove/util to users path statement. This allows execution of the Cove Systems, Inc. Stream II utilities in /cove/util from within the users home directory and or from within the Stream II application as required.
PATH=$PATH:$HOME/bin:/cove/util
Basec upon group membership launch the user directly into the correct Stream II system by calling /cove/util/setcovesystem. If member of coveadm, load the ce.sh functions.
Example:
if [ `groups $LOGNAME | grep -c coveadm` -ne 1 ]

Setcovesystem
Purpose:
Called on exit from /etc/profile.d/covelogon.sh Based upon user group membership loads /cove/util/covefunction.sh and launches the correct Stream II system. Located in /cove/util. 

Overview:
Sets the RUNCOVE variable true and calls the correct system function in /cove/util/covefunction.sh based upon the users COVESYSTEM variable.

ce.sh
Purpose:
Called on exit from /etc/profile.d/covelogon.sh if the user is a member of group coveadm. Loads /cove/util/covefunction.sh, sets the RUNCOVE variable to false,  and loads the __menu function from /cove/util/covefunction.sh. 

Overview:
Sets the RUNCOVE variable false and loads the multi-system access menu if the user is a member of group coveadm.
