Can’t locate module errors
Overview:
In /var/log/messages various “Can’t locate module” errors may be logged.  They may take the form of  “Can’t locate module char-major-#” or “Can’t locate module block-major-#”  # in the example refers to an integer.

Description:
These messages indicate a module compiled in the kernel has failed to load. This may be the result of a number of conditions including hardware being removed from the system or incorrectly identified hardware during installation.

Resolution:
Refer to the operating system documentation to determine the correct char or block device causing the error to be logged. In Red Hat Linux this is normally located in /usr/src/linux/Documentation/devices.txt. 


Once the device number is identified and it is determined that the device does not exist and the module should not be loaded, edit /etc/modules.conf and add the following text:

alias char-major-# off


or


alias block-major-# off


Examples:
alias char-major-188 off

alias block-major-2 off

alias sound-service-1-0 off

Save /etc/modules.conf and execute “depmod –a” to create the new dependency file to be used by modprobe.
