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Purpose:
This document outlines the steps required to disable informational only print job logging to the system log on a Win32 system. The document is relevant to Windows NT 4.0 and higher server operating systems from Microsoft Corporation and contains excerpts from the Microsoft Knowledge Base Article #115841.  
Overview: 

By default Microsoft Windows NT 4.0 and higher creates an informational log entry for every print job processed by server in the System Log. Sites running the OmniRush server process for shipping may generate a high number of informational log entries as each shipping label printed is recorded to the System Log. Over time the System Log may fill up and prompt the system administrator for action. This document explains how to disable logging to the event viewer for informational jobs only.   As this procedure requires Administrator level access to the host it is recommended that a known good backup of the entire system, including the system state and recovery floppy be performed and that the following steps be performed by a trained system administrator or directly by Cove Systems, Inc. support staff.
Procedure:

From the “Start” button select “Settings”
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From Settings, select Printers
