Cove Generated HTML 


 How to modify generated pages for Cove eCommerce 

 
To use a general style sheet for all documents, you add HTML code into the TEXTDATA file (F240).  Here are the settings for the F240 fields.  You'd leave textdata.id blank if

you want this formatting used on all generated pages.

 

    textdata.type = "WEB"

    textdata.code = type#   {HEADER, BODYTAG, BODYDATA, FOOTER}

    textdata.id   = module_name  {WEBINVDF, WEBAUTHC}

 

With these fields set, you enter your HTML text into the text field.

 

The HEADER tag is output before the page title and defaults to

"<HTML><HEAD>".

 

The BODYTAG is output where the header ends and body begins and defaults to

"</HEAD><BODY>".  This is where you'd specify background colors, link

colors, etc.

 

The BODYDATA is output between the body title and the actual data and

defaults to nothing.

 

The FOOTER is output between the end of the data and our "Powered by..."

stuff.  It defaults to nothing.

 

Adding the 240 records will take care of most cases.  The cases it

can't handle are those where you need to alter the formatting of the

generated text itself.  For that the DF programs have to be modified by Cove.
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
